The past simple, is a tense in English used to describe completed
actions or events that occurred at a specific point in the past.
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Affirmative Form: caaw

. For regular verbs, add "-ed" to the base form of the verb
(e.g., play — played).

« For most irregular verbs, use the past tense form (e.g., go —
went).

Examples:
. | played tennis yesterday.

. She went to the store last night.
