Medical terminology

Dental Industry : represents a specialized field involved in the design of
medical devices related to the mouth and teeth. This includes the
manufacturing of crowns, bridges, dental implants, dentures, and other
dental prosthetics, as well as various medical devices used in the field of
dentistry.
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The main objective of industrial dentists check people's teeth, figure out
and treat mouth problems, and help patient take care of their teeth to
prevent issues
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Dental Crown: A cap placed on top of a tooth to improve its shape and

function.
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Dental Bridge: A structure used to replace one or more missing teeth,

connecting to adjacent teeth.
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Dental Implant: A surgical procedure to implant an artificial root into the
jawbone to support an artificial tooth.
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Dental Filling: A material used to fill a cavity or restore the surface of a
damaged tooth.
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Orthodontics: A specialty dealing with the correction and improvement

of teeth and jaw alignment.
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Oral and Makxillofacial Surgery: A specialty dealing with surgical

procedures in the jaw and face .
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Teeth Whitening: A process used to lighten the color of teeth and

remove stains.
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Dental Cleaning: Routine procedure to remove deposits and plaque from
teeth.
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Dental X-rays: The use of X-rays to obtain images of teeth and oral
structures.
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Dental Consultation: Meeting with a dentist to assess oral health and
plan treatment.
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Patient: Hello, doctor. | have pain in my tooth.

Dentist: Hello! Tell me more about the pain. Is it sharp or constant?

Patient: It seems sharp, especially when | eat or drink.

Dentist: | see. I'll examine your teeth. How was your last teeth cleaning?

Patient: | haven't done it for a long time.
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Dentist: That might be a reason. I'll do an examination to identify the cause,
and we'll take the appropriate steps
