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Archaeology : The study of human history and prehistory
through the excavation of sites and the analysis of artifacts and
other physical remains.
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Biblical archaeology: This study concerns the peoples and
civilizations that emerged in the Holy Land.
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Prehistoric archaeology: This study concerns cultures and
civilizations before the invention of writing. This includes early
hunter-gatherers and nomads, as well as some early cultures
that transitioned to settled life.
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Historical archaeology: This study focuses on the study of
cultures and civilizations after the invention of writing. These
are typically societies that transitioned from hunter-gatherer
lifestyles and formed primitive societies, developed writing and
reading, and developed religions, organized governments, arts,
and crafts.
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Cultural anthropology: This study examines the diversity of
human cultures and how they are socially constructed,
including their norms and values.
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
