Eponyms are names derived from a proper noun. They may originate from
the name of a person, place, or thing. In the medical field, diseases, organs,
procedures, or body functions can be eponyms; hence, they are frequently
capitalized. Examples of eponyms include Alzheimer’s disease, after Alois
Alzheimer, and Babinski
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ABBREVIATIONS AND PHARMACOLOGY

An abbreviation is a shortened form of a word or phrase. Abbreviations can
be in the form of:



Letters: The abbreviation for chest x-ray is CXR.

Shortened words: The abbreviation “tab” is short for “tablet.”

Acronyms: The acronym CPR stands for cardiopulmonary resuscitation.

The branch of science that deals with the preparation, properties, uses,
and actions of drugs is known as pharmacology. Drugs, most commonly
referred to as medicines, are used in the prevention and treatment of
diseases. Concepts related to drugs include the following:

Route of administration: ways in which drugs can be given (usually via the
mouth or via an injection)

Generic name: nonproprietary name of the drug (for example, ibuprofen)

Trade name: company name, otherwise known as the brand name (for
example,Motrin)
