How much is it? / Prices

This section helps students talk about numbers and prices in
everyday situations (shopping, paying, asking about prices).



Listen and repeat — Numbers

10 — ten

20 — twenty

30 — thirty

40 — forty

50 — fifty

70 — seventy

80 — eighty

90 — ninety

100 — one hundred

Read and listen

Now we learn how to say prices in English. Pence (p):
e 30p — thirty p
e 50p — fifty p

e 75p — seventy-five p

Note: p = pence (used in British money)

Pounds (£): 1 pound =100 pence

e £1 — one pound

e £75 — seventy-five pounds



e £3.45 — three pounds forty-five

Note: We do not say “and” with prices.
v/ three pounds forty-five
¥ three pounds and forty-five

Pounds (£) with Pence (p) :

e £1.60 — one pound sixty

o £22.80 — twenty-two pounds eighty

e 60p — sixty p

e 97p — ninety-seven p. £17 — seventeen pounds

e £70 — seventy pounds. £25 — twenty-five pounds

e £20 — twenty pounds. £50 — fifty pounds

e £100 — one hundred pounds

Dollars ($):

e $20 — twenty dollars. $50 — fifty dollars

e $100 — one hundred dollars

Example; How much is it?



£3.45 — three pounds forty-five. $20 — twenty dollars
