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Crime Scene: It is the place or group of places where the crime occurred in its entirety or during one of its stages.
Other locations related to the commission of the crime, if any, may be identified through investigation, offenders’
confessions, and statements of victims and witnesses.
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Types of Crime Scenes: Crime scenes are divided into three main types:

Closed Crime Scene: Includes buildings of all kinds such as houses, companies,
governmental and private institutions, commercial shops, and warehouse
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Open Crime Scene: Such as public streets, fields, and forests.

Mobile or Moving Crime Scene: Includes all means of transportation such as

cars, trucks, trains, boats, and aircraft
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Place of Incident: The location where authorities were notified that a crime had

occurred, triggering legal and investigative procedures aimed at identifying the
perpetrators and presenting them before the judiciary to receive their punishment
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Crime: Any act or omission criminalized by law, (“No crime without a legal text™).
Crimes are classified into three main types: violations, misdemeanors, and felonies
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Crime Scene Team: A legally authorized team responsible for examining crime
scenes and preparing official inspection reports. The team works in coordination with

each other and in cooperation with the investigating officer, and consists of:
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Evidence Transport Expert (Crime Scene Expert): The team leader who assigns
tasks and is responsible for collecting and transporting samples, exhibits, and

traces from the crime scene
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Forensic Photographer: Responsible for preparing a photographic report including
overall, mid-range, and close-up images of the crime scene and evidence
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Fingerprint Recorder: Responsible for recording fingerprints of relevant persons and suspects
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Relevant Persons: Individuals whose presence is logical and acceptable, such as family members living in
the same residence or employees regularly present at the crime location. Reference samples are taken from
them to exclude any matching evidence.
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Suspects or Accused Persons: Individuals indicated by witness statements, forensic
examination results, and investigative findings as potentially involved in committing

the crime, later proven innocent or guilty.
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Exhibits: Physical objects found at the crime scene helieved to be directly or indirectly related to the
crime, such as weapons, tools, blood and semen stains, clothing, gloves, cigarette butts, containers, etc.
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Traces: Fingerprints, palm prints, footwear impressions, barefoot prints, and vehicle tire marks.
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Reference Samples: Samples taken from known individuals (victims, relevant persons, or suspects),
usually in the form of FTA cards containing blood drops or oral swabs, used for comparison and
exclusion purposes.
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Evidence Sealing: The process of packaging exhibits and samples using appropriate containers (plastic bags, paper bags,
boxes, glass or metal containers) with detailed labeling and official signatures.
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Crime Scene Investigation: All activities conducted at the crime scene are referred to as crime
scene investigation, carried out by a crime scene investigator or forensic expert

Evidence: is any lawful means used to prove or disprove a legal fact before investigative
authorities or courts. It constitutes the foundation upon which judicial rulings are based, especially
in criminal law where judgments may affect a person's liberty or life
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The importance of evidence in criminal law lies in its role as the sole means of
revealing the truth and achieving justice. Without evidence, a defendant cannot be
lawfully convicted or acquitted.

Its importance includes:

e Proving whether a crime has occurred.

¢ Identifying the perpetrator and accomplices.

e Establishing criminal intent (mens rea).

e Protecting the rights of the accused.

e Safeguarding the rights of victims and society.
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Criminal evidence is classified into four categories:
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A. According to the Nature of the Evidence
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1- Material Evidence:

This refers to physical traces found at the crime scene, on which tests, analyses, or
examinations are conducted, establishing a link between the evidence and the suspect, whether
positive or negative.
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2- Intangible (Moral) Evidence:

This includes eyewitness testimony of those who were present and observed the incident, as
well as any intangible indication or information that may help reveal the circumstances of the
event.
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B. According to the Relationship of the Evidence to the Crime
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1- Direct Evidence:

Evidence that directly relates to the crime and leads to certainty regarding its content, such as
a confession or a fingerprint.
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2- Indirect Evidence:
Everything inferred from the existence of a fact that is not the fact intended to be proven.
This includes evidence obtained through scientific methods, which may increase suspicion
but can be disproven, such as seeing a person leaving another person’s house late at night.
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C- In terms of proof and negation:
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Evidence of proof: These are the pieces of evidence whose presence proves the accusation against
the suspect, such as finding stolen items in his possession.
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Evidence of exoneration: These are the pieces of evidence whose presence negates the accusation
against a person, such as proving that the suspect was traveling at the time the crime was
committed.
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D- In terms of the existence of a legal text:
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Legal evidence: Evidence that is explicitly provided for by the legislator, such as confession.
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Persuasive evidence: Evidence that convinces the judge of the accused’s commission of the crime,
such as the presence of the suspect’s fingerprint at the crime scene. Most material evidence is
considered persuasive evidence.
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Material trace can be defined as a visible or invisible sign at the crime scene or related to the
suspect or the victim, which helps reveal the truth by proving the occurrence of the crime and
identifying its perpetrator and the circumstances of its commission.
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Accordingly, material traces may originate from the offender, such as saliva, semen, sweat,
fingerprints, hair, blood, and odor; or from the tools used in committing the crime, such as traces
of firearms, knives, sticks, and other instruments; or from his clothing, such as a torn piece of
clothing worn during the incident or a button that was cut off and fell at the crime scene. Just as
the offender leaves traces at the crime scene, he may also take traces from it, such as objects that
adhere to him during the commission of the crime.
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1. Physical Evidence:
Such as weapons, tools used in the crime, clothing, or any other object related to the
crime.

2. Biological Evidence:
Such as blood samples, hair, saliva, or even DNA, which can be used to identify the
perpetrator or the victims of the crime
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3. Digital Evidence: Such as data stored on computers, smartphones, surveillance cameras,
emails, text messages, and other digital sources
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4. Testimonial Evidence:

Witness statements or confessions provided by parties involved in the case, including

written or oral testimonies.
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5 .Audio and Visual Evidence:
Such as audio recordings or video footage that may contain information or confessions
clarifying the details of the crime.
